Goals of sketchbook assignments:

· To help you further develop your general artistic skills

· To encourage you to pursue your study of art outside of class

· To help you appreciate the role that art plays in your everyday life

The purpose of the questions at the start of each assignment is to give you a chance to think about your opinion on a wide range of issues. From this reflection I hope you will consider how your views and ideas can/should be incorporated into your creative expression i.e. what you make, how you make it, why you make it.

Requirements/Guidelines:

1) Unless specified you may use the drawing tool(s) of your choice

2) Unless specified assignments should be completed outside of class

3) For best results spend a minimum of two hours on each drawing (about one hour per week) Give yourself the time to do well!
Grading:

Each of the seven assignments is worth 30 points – 5 for the questions and 25 for the drawing. Combined, sketchbook assignments are worth 15% of the overall semester grade. Three will be due by the end of the first nine-week grading period (Q3 – March 11) and four will be due by the end of the semester (Q4 – May 24). 

Please - clearly print your name, date and the assignment number on each drawing-front preferred. Answer questions on the back of your drawing
I will grade each drawing on:

1) Craftsmanship (6 points)  - how well you work with the tools
2) Comprehension (6 points)  - how well you understand the assignment

3) Creativity (6 points)  - the level of originality in your work

4) Effort (7 points) - how much time and energy you put into your work

· Include at least some color

· Your character should say something-a word or a sentence

· Your character is to take up ¾ of the page

Part 2: Assignment
Complete a drawing of how you get to school each day. I am asking you to make a map that shows the sights, sounds, objects, feelings, etc. that you encounter from when you leave your house to when you arrive at OPRF. 
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Sample Map
Requirements:
· You are to use at least two different drawing tools in your image

· You are to use color as well as black and white

· Fill the entire page with your image=minimal white space

·  Include an image of where you live and an image of the high school in your design 

· You are to indicate using readable words some of the streets you follow on your route

· Your drawing is to continue to all edges of your page

· Clearly indicate using arrows or words the directions you take on your path to school

· Include the direction North on your map

2. You are to include color where appropriate

3. Your drawing is to have an even (saturated) layer of color throughout

Matrix Evaluation

Part 1 50 points for the written portion; evaluation will be based on

· Informed and thorough answers to all of the prompts (bullet points) in Sections 1- 6
·  Clearly typed and grammatically correct writing throughout entire essay 

· Good color and detail quality of the image you write about and place at center of matrix
· Proper citation of all researched work

  Part 2 50 points for the sketchbook drawing. Your drawing will be graded in a similar way to all sketchbook assignments

Overall, the research/matrix project counts for 10% of your final class grade!

5) Neglecting to include a bibliography will result in the loss of one full letter grade 

·       For every day you are late submitting your written report and your drawing you will be docked 1/2 of a grade.
·       Plagiarized work will not be accepted or graded and will result in a failure grade. If the essay is resubmitted and properly cited a passing grade may be given.
