Goals of sketchbook assignments:

· To help you further develop your drawing skills

· To encourage you to pursue your study of art outside of class

· To help you appreciate the role that art plays in your everyday life

The goal of the questions at the start of each assignment is to give you a chance to think about your opinion on a wide range of issues. From this reflection I hope you will consider how your views and ideas can/should be incorporated into your creative expression i.e. what you make, how you make it, why you make it.

Requirements/Guidelines:

1) Unless specified you may use the drawing tool(s) of your choice

2) Unless specified assignments should be completed outside of class
3) For best results spend a minimum of three hours on each drawing (that’s about 1 1/2 hours per week!) Give yourself a fair chance to do well!
Grading:

Each of the eight assignments is worth 30 points – 5 for the questions and 25 for the drawing. Combined, sketchbook assignments are worth 15% of the overall semester grade. Four will be due by the end of the first nine-week grading period (Q1 – October 9) and two will be due by the end of the semester (Q2 – December 14).
Please - clearly print your name, date and the assignment number on each drawing-front preferred. Answer questions on the back of your drawing
I will grade each drawing on:

1) Craftsmanship (6 points)  - how well you work with the tools

2) Comprehension (6 points)  - how well you understand the assignment

3) Creativity (6 points)  - the level of originality in your work

4) Effort (7 points) - how much time and energy you put into your work

· Focus on accuracy of hand’s proportions
· Complete the drawings on separate pieces of paper

· No shading, no color!!

Requirements:
· Your drawing must touch your sketchbook page on all sides

· Your drawing must fill the page-no areas of continuous or obvious negative space

· You are to include at least twenty other objects in your image to help confuse/draw in the viewer

· Your object has to be visible-not overlapped, partially covered, etc. 

· You are to draw a mini picture of the hidden object in a box in the lower corner of your image so that we know what to look for :)
